Print books. Large Print books are “easy on the 
eyes” for any reader and make reading possible 
for many people with vision problems. 

The Montana Collection features materials 
relating to Montana, or written by Montana 
authors. Many of the books are one-of-a-kind. 

Our Children’s Room contains new and classic 
juvenile and early reader books. We also offer a 
selection of young adult titles for teenagers. The 
library hosts regular volunteer-led story hour 
programs as well.

Additional Services  

*Four public access computers are available for 

Internet access and word processing at no cost. 
Patrons are limited to 30 minutes per day if others 
are waiting. Computer print-outs are ten cents per 
page. 

*Free wireless Internet service is available within the 
library to anyone who brings his/her own laptop and 
network card. 

*There is a photocopy machine available for public 
use at ten cents per page.   

*A fax machine is available for $1.00 per page. 

*A piano is available for lessons and/or practice 
sessions. 

*There is a bulletin board available for posting news, 
community information and notices. 

*The library building is accessible to people with 
disabilities.  Accessible restrooms are also available. 
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  *In order to obtain a library card, adults must present  a 
photo ID and proof of current mailing address. 

   *Persons under 18 years of age must be accompanied 
by a parent or legal guardian or present a permission slip 
signed by a registered adult who will be responsible for 
overdue, lost or damaged library materials in order to get 
a library card. 

Checking Out Materials   

ALL ITEMS CHECK OUT FOR 28 DAYS 

(except 10-day books: new adult fiction) 
*Materials may be renewed over the phone twice before 
they are due (unless the item is on hold for another pa-
tron). 

*Patrons with overdue materials are assessed a fine 
of .10 per day per item overdue. 

*Patrons are responsible for the cost of replacing any lost 
or damaged materials, plus a processing fee. 

Interlibrary Loan  

*Materials that are not owned by a Partners library may 
be borrowed via interlibrary loan (ILL). 

*Fines for interlibrary loan materials are .50 per day per 
item 

*Renewals of ILL items may be permitted by request. 

 

 

 

 

 

Donations and Funding  

The North Valley Public Library is an independent library 
district supported by a property tax mill levied on the resi-
dents of the Stevensville and Lone Rock school districts 
and collected by Ravalli County. 

The library accepts donations of books and audiovisual 
materials that are less than five years old and are in “like 
new” condition. Donated items will be added to the library 
collection or donated to the Friends of the Library for their 
fundraiser book sales. Donations are tax deductible.
